The Open Added is 500.00 per pointed show. If there are less than 50 riders entered, the added is dropped to 350.00 -                           


If there are over 10 Senior Riders, the 25.00 added money will be bumped up another 25.00-


If there are over 20 Youth Riders, the 50.00 added money will be bumped up another 25.00-


Arenas-The MA01 District generally rents the arenas it competes in. The exception to date is the use of the Raynham arena.


Awards                Year End awards are given as follows :    


To qualify for year end awards, each rider must have ridden in 6 NBHA MA01 pointed shows. The District Director will determine the number of shows if there are less than 12 shows run. If a member does not participate in the worker program, they are not eligible for year end awards. 


Open Class Awards are given to every placing (1-5 in each division) regardless of the horse/rider combination. 


Senior/Youth Class: Awards are given according to the highest points earned regardless of the division, riders competing on multiple horses can receive multiple awards (one per division) 


In case of ties, the placements are added together and divided. ( ex: tie for first/ monies for 1st & 2nd are added and divided by 2. Reserve drops down to 3rd and so on.


Membership Status


Awards will only be presented to members who are “up to date” in their fundraising / awards fee status, and they must be a member in good standing, meaning their membership must be active ( up to date) and are not in suspension by the NBHA. 


Soliciting / Working of Property-


Any person working on an arena property i.e. providing services or selling items, must have written permission from the arena owner and must be presented to the office prior to the start of any of any sanctioned event. NBHA staff has the right to remove any solicitors working on property without arena owner's written permission, and District Directors’ permission.
